This project relates to three elements of the Morgan Junction Neighborhood Plan vision statement 

· An attractive community where the buildings, streets, and sidewalks form a comfortable human-scale setting for daily activities and where views and community character are protected;

· An appealing place with attractive landscaping and pleasant parks and gathering places;

· A community that is conveniently accessible by transit and automobile, but where walking and biking are easy and enjoyable.

The existing streetscape on California Ave SW is currently lacking attractive landscaping and hardscape elements such as benches, and bike parking facilities in some areas.  Some trees may also need to be replaced. This application requests funding to improve landscaping such as trees where missing, in order to develop a continuous streetscape, and shrubbery or other attractive landscaping where feasible. Bicycle parking can be in the form of attractive artistic looking racks, such as those in the shape of a bicycle, and benches or seating areas to encourage the street as an “outdoor living space” and encourage pedestrian activity.
