Briefly describe the project or problem:

There are several east-west arterial corridors in the Morgan Junction neighborhood that provide

connections between the major north-south arterials as well as access to the residential areas they

pass through. Each of the east-west arterials has a wide roadway, and traffic on each can tend to travel fairly fast (especially on downhill segments), Traffic speeds, roadway width, and limited sight distance at the crests of hills make these arterials difficult for pedestrians to cross. We are requesting pedestrian improvements or traffic calming as allowed along these streets.
The Morgan Neighborhood Plan has a specific recommendation to improve the above locations installing the following devices, as appropriate, at bus stops, on school walk routes, and at a spacing of no greater than two blocks elsewhere:

   paint crosswalks

. curb bulbs

. pedestrian median refuges

. pedestrian signals
