California Ave SW from SW Juneau Ave to SW Myrtle St (the length of California Ave SW through the Morgan Junction Urban Village).  The southern end of the UV is near Gatewood Elementary School.

Briefly describe the project or problem:
The California Avenue SW corridor is one of the main north-south arterial routes serving West

Seattle, The roadway is fairly wide, its cross-section accommodating two wide traffic

lanes with on-street parking on both sides south of the Morgan Junction commercial area (south of SW Holly Street), and three lanes - a travel lane in each direction plus a center two-way left turn lane – plus parking on both sides through the commercial area and north of it, 

Heavy traffic volumes and high speeds combine with the roadway width to make it difficult for pedestrians to cross the street, even at the signalized intersections. In addition to its important

Traffic-carrying role, California Avenue SW must provide safe, convenient crossings for pedestrians walking to/from bus stops, parks, schools, and other neighborhood destinations. Future Pedestrian improvements should be designed and installed to serve these conflicting needs. Pedestrian convenience and safety in the commercial area surrounding the Fauntleroy Way SW intersection also is important to the health and viability of local businesses. A new sidewalk is needed at the northwest corner of California/Fauntleroy (in front of the former Corner Inn), especially on the west side of California, where root heaving has made it unsafe for pedestrians. This can be combined w/ a new sidewalk being built as part of the future Rapid Ride stop on the north side of Fauntleroy. Other pedestrian improvements may include potential repainting of pedestrian crosswalks, pedestrian bulbouts where feasible, and new midblock raised crosswalks where safe and feasible (a midblock crossing was recommended across California at Eddy Street to provide a connection to the new Morgan Junction Park and retail/residential across the street. This recommendation was tied to a 2008 CRF application for a new sidewalk in front of the park, which was awarded. However, the crosswalk element was not funded.)
